Trip Itinerary

Day 1 Glasgow Highlights

Your tour departs at 2:00 PM from your Glasgow hotel. Set out on a panoramic tour
of Glasgow - a dynamic, friendly city with a wealth of Victorian architecture and
modern culture. Drive around George Square and see its collection of monuments to
famous Scots. Visit Kelvingrove Art Gallery and Museum, a splendid, Spanish
Baroque-style building housing one of Europe's finest art collections, including
masterpieces by Rembrandt, Titian, and Dali. Enjoy a welcome drink and dinner with
your group.

Day 3 Whisky Tasting | St Andrews

Visit the historic Blair Athol Distillery to discover the art of whisky-making and
sample a dram. Continue to St Andrews, the “Home of Golf”; take a panoramic
drive and spend some time exploring the old city independently. Continue on to
your gracious manor house hotel outside Edinburgh, set on 1,000 acres of
picturesque grounds.

Day 2 Loch Lomond | Loch Ness Cruise
