Day 1 Dublin

Explore Dublin with its grand Georgian buildings and squares, the River Liffey, and Day 2 Wexford

You might choose to visit Killarney. Killarney is at the heart of some of Ireland’s
most beautiful countryside. You might take a jaunting car ride through the Killarney
National Park to Ross Castle for views of Lough Leane and the Macgillycuddy’s
Reeks, or take a spin on the Ring of Kerry, Ireland’s famed scenic drive. (B)

Day 5 Galway
